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At many universities and colleges in the United States, there is a tradition called the
senior class gift. Graduating students, who are called “seniors,” give small amounts of
money. Usually, it’s five or ten dollars. In this way, the class as a group collects as much
as 5,000 or even 25,000 dollars to buy something nice for future students to enjoy. For
example, some senior classes buy trees or statues for their universities. Others buy
library books or create scholarships that help future students. At some colleges and

universities, the tradition is more than 100 years old. At others, the tradition began
more recently.
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In the 1950s, some writers and artists hoped people would live in space or travel there
easily in the 21st century. In comic books from the 1950s, space travel looked easy.
Today, space travel is still difficult. Only astronauts and a few other people have been to

space.

Nevertheless, the very first space tourist visited the International Space Station in
2001. He trained very hard with Russian astronauts for about one year. He also paid 20
million dollars. The large rockets built by the Russian space program can be used only
once, so they are very expensive. The space tourist spent seven days in the space
station, which is 350 kilometers above the earth.

Recently, several companies have built smaller spaceships that can be used more than
once. These will soon allow space tourists to fly a little more cheaply. The first flights
will take passengers 100 kilometers above the earth. The first passengers will pay 200
thousand dollars for six minutes in space.

Other companies hope to make space tourism cheaper and trips longer. That way,
more people will travel to space and even stay in space hotels. Perhaps one day we will
live in space like people in the 1950s comic books did. Today’s space tourism may be
the first step.
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
